a) Proposed Camilla Drive No. 5 Annexation to the Napa Sanitation District 

The Commission will consider a landowner petition to annex approximately 1.6 acres of incorporated 

territory to the Napa Sanitation District. The affected territory is located at 31 Camilla Drive in the City 

of Napa and includes the adjacent portions of public right-of-way. The purpose of the proposed 
annexation is to allow the existing residence and a planned second unit to connect to the District’s 

public sewer infrastructure. The proposal is exempt from CEQA under Public Resources Code Section 

15319(b). The recommended action is for the Commission to adopt a resolution approving the proposal 
with standard terms and conditions.
